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John’s Law Becomes Official in Boston

Boston, Mass. - Bill and Muriel Elliott and their daughter Jennifer from Egg Harbor Twp., N.J.  will attend signing ceremonies for John’s Law in Boston on Monday, January 13, 2003.  Mayor Thomas Menino will sign the new city ordinance into law in ceremonies to be held at 11:00 a.m. in the Eagle Room in his offices in city hall, located on Congress Street.

The Boston ordinance is modeled after the New Jersey law that requires police to impound the cars of those charged with drunken driving for up to 12 hours to prevent them from driving while still intoxicated.  The law is in memory of the Elliott’s son and brother, Navy Ensign John Elliott, who was killed by a drunken driver in July, 2000 while he was driving home from the U.S. Naval Academy for his mother’s birthday.
John’s Law also has been introduced as bills in the Massachusetts and Maryland legislatures, and in Congress by Senator Jon Corzine and Representative Frank LoBiondo of New Jersey.
Joining the mayor and the Elliotts will be the bill’s sponsor, Councilor Robert Consalvo, Council President Michael Flaherty, and the commissioners of the police and transportation departments.  Also attending will be Barbara Harrington, president of the 

Massachusetts chapter of  Mother’s Against Drunk Driving.
In November the Elliotts also brought their Hero Campaign for Designated Drivers to the landmark Cheers tavern in Boston.  Hundreds of bars and taverns from Boston to Key West., Fla., participate in the program by displaying Hero Campaign posters and offering free soft drinks to designated drivers.
